Other Persons Present & Organization Represented: Jim Sohan, North Oldham Fire Department
Call to order:  at 0805 by Thompson
Minutes: 1st by Fante, 2nd by Morrison, unanimous approval. 
Financial Report: 1st by Fante, 2nd by Nelson Account balance of $34,949.16. All bills have been paid.
OCFIA Recruit Class: Class is going well with no new business to report.  
OCFIA Calendar of Classes: Sohan wants to get a hybrid vehicle class for the county. Instructors may use their 20 hours from the fire commission for this class once the sheets are send out from SFRT office. Instructors also agreed to combine their hours again this year. 
NOFD is offering a AHA BLS CPR/AED class tomorrow at 0900 and again at 1800 all are welcome to attend. Sohan will send out email for instructors to forward to their department. 

Oldham County is getting Turtle Tubes donates to the fire departments and the awareness class will be held next Monday the 20th of June at Ballardsville Station 2 starting at 19:00. All departments must attend this initial training to get the tubes. Later this year when the task force is ready we will do a full day grain rescue class. Nelson has access to a grain silo to use when we are ready. 

Annual drivers training will be in July on the weeks of the 18th and 25th. Classroom sessions will be at SOFD, and the road course will be at Kenwood Station Elementary School. Nelson will get the driving course repainted. We will use OCEMS road cones. Instructors agreed to also incorporate a lane change station and offer the off-road course for ATV-UTV for all participants. 

On the 25th of June Asst. Chief Baker from BFD will be teaching a intro to UAS class at the SFRT District 6 office. All are welcome to attend.

Long Range Planning: Sohan reported the acquired structure burn planned in NOFD’s district will not take place due to the vast amount of asbestos found in the structure. 
Nelson has contacted Baptist Health about burning a structure on their property in Crestwood. Baptist Health is checking to verify that the property is theirs. Nelson will provide update at next meeting. 
Discussion on the OCFIA Fall Fire School schedule. Stark changed some class offerings due to availability of instructors. Thompson said that we do not want to teach our own in-house IFSAC Fire Officer I class due to the requirements of the skills portion that have to be completed a specific way for the KYFC to accept them. Thompson will work on getting KYFC to provide an instructor for this class. Dates for the school were approved. 
Old Business: Coggeshall has the sewer cap for the training center and will get it put on ASAP. 
New gravel has been delivered and spread both inside the outside the gate at the training center. 

Fante is waiting to hear back from a new contact on the concrete blocks. The old All State Ready Mix plant no longer makes them. He was forwarded to a different contact to see if we could get the blocks. He will report back when he hears something. 
New Business: The burn building dedication will be on the 19th of September at 1700 hours. Following the dedication at 1800 OCFIA will host their quarterly live fire training. News media will be invited. Thompson is heading up the dedication ceremony. Nelson presented a quote for the dedication plaque from Best Stamp Company in Louisville for $1,450. OCFIA members have already approved the design of the plaque. Once Best Stamp and Seal sends the final version of the plaque, Nelson will email all members for their final approval.
