Other Persons Present & Organization Represented: Jim Sohan, North Oldham Fire Department
Call to order:  at 0800 by Thompson
Minutes: 1st by Fante, 2nd by Coggeshall, unanimous approval. 
Financial Report: 1st by Stark, 2nd by Coggeshall Account balance of $35,190.05. There still a few check that have not cleared from the refunds sent out after the cancellation of the rescue winching class. PVFD still has not paid this year’s dues. 
OCFIA Recruit Class: LFRD and SOFD still have a total of 3 recruits and are working together to put them through training on Monday nights separate from normal fire training. 
OCFIA Calendar of Classes: Rail car class is cancelled. Rope tech class is good to go, students will be at the OCRFTC for class and will test out at a OC Water Tower. 
The acquired structure live fire training in LaGrange was set for the 21st of May. The property owner is not moving fast enough to get the required inspections done so the burn will be pushed back to the 11th of June. 

The OCFIA IFSAC prep class has been shut down due to lack of participation. 

Long Range Planning: OCFIA 3rd quarter live fire training will be on the 19th of September at the OCRFTC. The burn building dedication will also be held this day before the burn. 
This fall OCFIA would like to host a fire school type event where the following classes will be offered: IFSAC Fire Officer I, Firefighter Survival & Rescue, Flashover, and Drone Operations. Other classes are possible, Stark is working on the schedule. Methodology may also be needed if Fire Officer I does not qualify, check training codes. 
Old Business: Fante & Coggeshall checked the electrical breaker at the training center and they could not get it to trip of cause any problems, it appears to be working correctly for now. 
In lieu of building a block retaining wall at the training center Fante will check on the cost using cast concrete blocks that are manufactured by SRM (old All State Company). We may be able to build the wall with these blocks cheaper than the landscape blocks. 
New Business: NOFD has a house to burn at the corner or HWY 329 and Locke Lane. This structure has to be down with in a years’ time. OCFIA may use this at the 4th quarter live fire training. There are no hydrants to use in the area for positive water, tanker operations will be needed for the training. 
Motion made by Fante and 2nd by Coggeshall to add additional gravel outside the gate leading up to HWY 146 at the OCRFTC. Also included in this motion was to resume weed control at the training center since it is spring time. Thompson reported that the cost for weed control and gravel is already in the budget. 

A new gate lock will be purchased for the OCRFTC as the current one is not working correctly. 

More drywall will also be purchased for the burn building to get ready for the September burn. Thompson reported that money is in the budget for this and Nelson or Coggeshall can purchase this as needed. 

Thompson will work on coming up with schedule to hold Saturday trainings once a month. We will initially focus on multi agency tanker shuttles and drafting operations. This is being offered to try to increase training attendance for those who can’t make it Monday evenings. This was done before but was discontinued due to lack of participation. OCFIA will do another trial run to see if the interest is there. 

Short discussion on renumbering trucks throughout the county to improve communication and prevent confusion on scene. 

Short discussion on vocational firefighter program with the schools. Nelson and Thompson will work on this at a separate meeting to see how this will work and what resources are needed.
