Other Persons Present & Organization Represented: None. 
Call to order:  at 08:05 by Thompson
Minutes: 1st by Fante, 2nd by Coggeshall, unanimous approval. 
Financial Report: 1st by Fante, 2nd by Nelson Account balance of $34,991.76
OCFIA Recruit Class: Class still has 3 students. Recruit class schedule has been released to students for the remainder of the class. SOFD will have one recruit joining class in approximately two weeks. 
OCFIA Calendar of Classes: All T.O.’s need to think about what classes they want to bring to the county with their allotted Fire Commission hours. July 1 will mark a new fiscal year and the training request forms from the state will be sent out. All departments at today’s meeting agreed to pool their hours together to bring needed classes to the county. 

Instructor methodology classes are needed. Thompson contacted the Fire Commission; they will be hosting zoom classes for the methodology updates. Thompson will send that information out via email. 

Long Range Planning: The acquired structure burn in LaGrange has been cancelled. The owner of the house has already started demolishing the structure. OCFIA will now work towards the acquired structure burn in NOFD’s district. A fall burn date will be planned for that structure.
Morrison is looking to see if there is any interest in hosting another EMT class next year. Currently the interest dies not seem to be there. OCEMS may go back to hosting EMT classes every other year if their isn’t enough interest from the firefighters in the county. 

Stark presented a preliminary schedule for the OCFIA fall fire school. All agreed the schedule looked great only minor changes will be needed if any at all. Motion made 1st by Nelson and 2nd by Coggeshall to accept the proposed format for the fire school. 
Old Business: The electrical breaker at the training center has been fixed. Circuit breakers have been replaced. 

A new cap for the sewer cleanout will also be installed to replace the damaged cap. Coggeshall will dig out around the existing pipe to connect the cap at ground level. 
New Business: Discussion on new law that will restructure KBEMS and eliminates the need for a CON to operate an ambulance in Kentucky. Morrison led discussion on the new Baptist Hospital Location in Crestwood and the potential uses for the current hospital in LaGrange as the Crestwood hospital comes online. 
Some repairs need to be made to the training center. A new lock for the gate needs to be purchased and the electrical panel needs to be relabeled. The current markings on the electrical panel are faded. 

OCEMS has ordered new auto loading stretchers and they will be installed by September. Discussion on two separate medical training classes. Once on July 11th to review CPR with all firefighters and how to use the auto pulse. This training will be for the non-taskforce firefighters. Another date on September 26th for all firefighters to learn how to use the auto loading stretcher systems and review use of stair chairs. These dates need to be verified. 
Department Reports: 
LFRD – 4534 is back from Pierce but is now at Cummings Diesel for additional work. 

SOFD – Has started the transition to FirstDue RMS to replace FH software. The Chief’s position has been posted and the application deadline is June 6th.
